              ATHLETE SELECTION

The Canada Games Trials for Team Sask will be held over 2 weekends in 2025.  The selection meets will be SK Provincials in Regina in March (worth 40%) and Saskatoon in May (worth 60%).  

The 1m, 3m and Platform Open events at these National Qualifying Competitions will determine each diver’s rank, based on percentage of National Standard earned on each board.  For the Boys qualification, the first 5 dives only will be used to calculate score.  
The top percentage on any one board will determine the first diver chosen.  The highest percentage between the other 2 boards will determine the 2nd diver chosen.  The highest percentage on the 3rd board will determine the 3rd diver chosen.  If the same diver is top on multiple boards, the next ranked diver will be chosen.  The 4th position and the alternate will be based on next ranked best dive over all boards.  NOTE:  If an athlete has been preselected to the team, he/she will take the #4 spot.
The philosophy behind this selection process is to ensure that the best diver on each board is on the team and contending for a medal.

First diver chosen:  Top score of all boards is 1.13 on Platform.  Diver 4 is first chosen to the team.  Between 1m and 3m, 1.1 is the top score on 1m.  But Diver 4 is already on the team.  The next top score is 1.09 on 1m.  Diver 2 is on the team.   The final board to choose is 3m.  Top score is 1.08.  Diver 3 is on the team.  Of the divers not already on the team, the best dive as shown in the last column is 1.03.  Diver 1 is on the team.  If an athlete had been preselected to the team, the 4th calculation would not be needed.  Diver 5 will be the alternate. 

ELIGIBLE DIVERS

Eligible divers must be born 2006-2013.  4 Athletes can be selected per gender.  First year university students living away from Saskatchewan may take part in Trials and compete at Canada Games.   Prior to the start of the second trials meet, such students must confirm their intention to compete at Canada Games if selected to the team.


	TIE AT TRIALS

In the event of a tie in team selection percentages, or any discrepancy to the rank of athletes, the percentages will be calculated to increased decimal places.


	TEAM ALTERNATE

At the time of Trials, the 5th place athlete will be named the Team Alternate and will take part in all training and/or other Team events up until the time of team departure.  The Alternate will not travel with the team to Canada Games unless one of the named team members cannot attend for any reason.  If a member who has been named to the team declines such spot or withdraws, the alternate will take his/her spot at the Games.
NUMBERS OF DIVERS AND EVENTS

There are 4 athletes eligible per province, per preliminary event at the Canada Games. Maximum 3 per province may compete in finals. There will also be an Artistic 3m event (final only) for both men and women with up to 3 divers from each province entering.   There will also be a Mixed Team Event with 2 teams allowed per province.  Dive Sask Coaches will name those athletes participating in the Artistic and Mixed Team events.



	PETITIONS OR EXEMPTION REQUESTS
All petitions or exemption requests will be heard and adjudicated by the Dive Sask High Performance Committee which is made up of the 2 High Performance Coaches, the Executive Director and a National level Judge.  Appeals can be made to the Dive Sask Board of Directors.

MEDICAL PETITIONS:  If a diver is ineligible to compete at the Canada Games Trials due to injury, his/her coach may submit an injury petition to the High-Performance Committee prior to the start of Trials.  The injury petition must include previous results from National Qualifying meets in the current season, or from a recent Team Sask out of country competition.  A letter from a healthcare provider is necessary showing inability to compete at Trials. 

NCAA PETITIONS:  If a first-year university student away on NCAA scholarship cannot attend Trials, his/her coach may submit an exemption request PRIOR to the Trials event which must include verifiable reason for non-attendance and recent competition scores, and/or videos if requested by the HP Committee.  Athletes MAY be preselected to the team prior to Trials OR if requested by the HP Committee, their videos may be judged prior to or as part of the actual Trials by the same judges.  Returning NCAA athletes must commit to a full training schedule at a local club in preparation for the Games.
OTHER PETITIONS:  If for any other reason a diver cannot attend trials, he/she must present an exemption request to the HP Committee prior to the first weekend of Trials with the reason he/she cannot attend.  The Committee may choose to preselect the athlete to the team based on previous performance OR may request the athlete to provide a video which will be judged by the same panel of judges during the Trials.   Special consideration may be given to current members of a Canadian Diving Institute.


	TEAM COACH SELECTION

The Dive Sask High Performance Coaches (Steve Carroll and Laura Lunn) will be our team coaches.

	TEAM MANAGER

As per the rules of the Canada Games Host Society, there will be no Managers accompanying the team.
